Oral Pres entation Participants  
 
Students  will be chos en for oral pres entations  bas ed on the quality of the s ubmitted 
abs tract, availability of s pace, and time of s ubmis s ion. A limited number of s lots  will be 
available for each college. Ten minutes  will be allotted for each pres entation, including 
ques tions .  
 
Students  are required to s ubmit their pres entations  to the UROP office in pers on or by email 
to urop@ gatech.edu no later than noon on Monday, April 8 th for preloading on the 
pres entation room computers . (Watch for additional details  once s es s ions  have been 
finalized.) Students  s hould bring a back-up of their pres entations  directly to their s es s ion on 
a flas h drive, but s hould als o be warned that technical difficulties  with equipment will not be 
the res pons ibility of the UROP s taff or s es s ion moderators . 
 
 
Pos ter S es s ion Participants  
 
Students  interes ted in pres enting a pos ter of their res earch project s hould apply by 
s ubmitting an abs tract of their res earch. You mus t attend both s es s ions . 
 
Mounting boards , eas els , and thumbtacks  will be provided. Pos ters  s hould be a maximum of 
36” x 48” inches . Pos ter printing will be the res pons ibility of the s tudent. Facilities  are 
available at the Library Multimedia Studio or at Paper & Clay in the Student Center for this  
purpos e. The pos ter can als o be printed at a local printing/photocopy company or in your 
college/s chool (if facilities  are available). If us ing any of thes e methods , plan to have your 
pos ter printed s everal days  in advance to eliminate any technical or hardware problems . A 
s et of us eful PowerPoint templates  can be found at the links  on the following page.

S ympos ium Etiquette 
 
•  Students  who are pres enting are s trongly encouraged to wear appropriate bus ines s  or    

 bus ines s  cas ual attire.  
•  Pos ter pres enters  s hould arrive in plenty of time to s et up pos ters  before judging   

 begins . Thos e arriving late may mis s  out on the judging of their pos ters .   
•  Oral pres enters  s hould arrive at leas t ten minutes  prior to the s tart of their  

 pres entation s es s ion (us ually a block of 3-4 pres entations ) and s hould remain for the  
 entire s es s ion.  

•  Be courteous  when entering and leaving the pres entation rooms  s ince nois e and  
 movement can be dis tracting. 

•  All attendees  s hould either s ilence or s hut off their cell phones  during the event.
